Adela and pianist Erika Nickrenz began performing
together at age nine, Erika and cellist Sara Sant’Ambrogio
studied together with Sara’s grandmother, and the "Itio
came together at 'The Juilliard School. Five of the Trio’s
CDs have been produced by Erika’s mother, three-time
Grammy Award-winner Joanna Nickrenz.
