be the same at the Competition — No substitu-
tions will be allowed

Registration Fee
i $30.00 non-refundable for each member of the

ensemble

ning the Coleman-Barstow Award for Strings or
the Coleman Award for Woodwinds or Brass

Barstow or Coleman Award may compete for
the same award only if the remainder of the
ensemble consists of entirely new personnel

i Any group which has not won a top award may
re-enter the Competition provided a different
repertory is submitted

i No individual musician can be a member of
more than one ensemble in the Competition

i No member of the ensemble may function as a
coach
